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FOR YOUR BRANCH CIVIC ENGAGEMENT COORDINATOR

At the NAACP 102nd Annual Convention in Los Angeles, we officially launched the NAACP’s “This Is My Vote” Civic Engagement Campaign and are moving forward with executing our plans to register, educate and mobilize our communities into political action. We are taking Voter Registration, Education, Protection, and Empowerment to the next level, the 21st Century by using the Voter Activation Network or VAN.

VAN or Voter Activation Network is the online interface where organizers can access data about registered voters, unregistered community members, volunteers and supporters.  


As a follow up to this launch, below are the next steps that every NAACP unit should now take as we prepare to implement the This Is My Vote Campaign that we saw in Los Angeles.

Civic Engagement - Next Steps for Units:

1. Each unit must identify someone to serve as its Civic Engagement Coordinator.  This person does not have to be the unit’s political action committee chair. The civic engagement coordinator must be computer literate and know how to access the Internet, comfortably manipulate a mouse, and enjoy working with computers.

2. This will not be a one-time training and go home.  This person is committing to be an essential part of carrying out the voter registration plans that your unit develops starting in 2011 for 2012.

3. The Civic Engagement Coordinator does not have to be a computer geek, but he or she must like working with data, be excited about civic engagement---voting, GOTV and they love the NAACP!

Next Steps for Your Civic Engagement Coordinator:

1. The unit Civic Engagement Coordinator must Pre-Register to come to the all-day training scheduled for Friday, October 14 in High Point.  [The location is to be determined.]  See the Registration Form enclosed.

2. Return the Registration Form with your check for $10 for lunch no later than Wednesday, October 5, 2011.  Use the enclosed self-addressed envelope.

3. Each participant must include your e-mail address on your Registration Form. That is required for the training.  

4. Each Civic Engagement Coordinator must bring his or her laptop which is WI-FI ready.

5. Wear comfortable clothing since you will be in a classroom setting all day.

6. All trainees must arrive by 8:30am.  Class begins at 9:00am sharp!

After the Training…

All state and local units are asked to develop draft voter registration plans and submit them to the National Office no later than November 30, 2011. Plans should include focus neighborhoods and numeric goals for unit voter registration campaigns. Guidelines and forms for plan development were provided in the 2012 Voter Empowerment Manual distributed at the National Convention.
