- The NAACP organized a Jobs Summit, demanding
public programs that would create hundreds
of thousands of jobs, modeled after New Deal
programs. Gov. Beverly Perdue promised to look
into this “Pneumonia Program.”

Racial Injustice Exposed

In Caswell County,
pa 52 year old white
‘f man fired a shotgun
toward three African
American children
innocently playing on
the road in front of his
house, striking two of
them. The Caswell
Branch, with the help of the State Conference,
put pressure on the D.A. (he later resigned after
an SBI investigation revealed he had used his
power to solicit votes and other favors), and then
won a U.S. Department of Justice investigation
into the shootings.
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The Wilson County Branch,
with the help of the State
Conference and our sister
State Conference in Georgia,
and now the National NAACP,
has brought world-wide
attention to the plight of a
Wilson County native and
basketball hero, John McNeil,
who was put in Georgia Prison
for life for trying to defend his
son, his home and himself from a white armed
trespasser, who was threatening Mr. McNeil with
a box cutter. After McNeil told the trespasser to
get off his property, to back up, shot once into the
ground, and the trespasser approached to within
a vard or so of McNeil, John shot the man.

In Greensboro, Black and Latino police officers
have been retaliated against for exposing systemic
corruption in the Greensboro Police Department.
The NAACP has helped push for a federal
investigation of this corruption, and to stop the
retaliation against good officers.
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
